Visa Information

The Visa Office at the Consulate General of
Japan in Miami is responsible for issuing visas
to foreign nationals (including U.S. citizens)
residing in Florida who wish to visit or work/live
in Japan. Those who hold a B1/B2 visa or
who are visiting under the visa waiver
program may not apply for their visas
through the Miami consulate.

Non-Florida residents should refer to the
jurisdiction map to determine which Consulate
or Embassy has jurisdiction over their area of
residence.

Whether or not you need to apply for a visa

depends upon factors such as the purpose and
length of your visit as well as your nationality.
We highly recommend applying for a visa several

weeks in advance of your intended departure.
